Churches and Tier Four - what we can do... 
Now we are in ‘Tier 4’ we can still attend communal worship (Mass) but we must only sit with our own 
household or support bubble and we cannot mingle with other households before, during, or after coming to 
Church. The Church building must be well ventilated and the norms of social distancing, sanitizing and wear-
ing a face covering apply, the directions of the stewards must be followed to ensure everyone else's safety. 
We have had all this in place for sometime now, and many are familiar with it. During this tier 4, weddings 
can take place only in exceptional circumstances, baptisms can take place with up to 6 people present, and 
funerals can take place with up to 30 attendees. (These numbers are Government regulations).

amidst the challenges of tier four and social distancing: those who prepared the flowers and decorations, those who put 
up the trees and the crib scenes, those who helped clean and sanitize the churches before and after each mass, the 
stewards who guided us safely, the co-ordinators who organised the rotas, the readers and the musicians who enriched 
the liturgy, the scouts who lent us their sanitizing foggers and who do so much behind the scenes to keep the parish 
running, and everyone who helped in any way...thank you!
