Churches and Covid - Update 
The Prime Minister has confirmed that England has moved away from ’Plan B’.  Whilst caution is still expressed, 
many restrictions have been lifted as we try to move from ‘pandemic’ to ‘endemic’, both nationally and globally. 
Over the next few weeks we aim to introduce the changes which the Bishops conference has directed for us.  
These include a return to holy water at the entrance of our Churches, a reduced use of sanitization, and exchang-
ing a sign of peace, though this does not have to be shaking of hands.  Other measures now permitted such as the 
prayers of the faithful and the use of hymn books we have already re-introduced.   Bishop Richard has issued some 
guidelines which he strongly urges us to continue: 

 The wearing of face coverings for the protection of others and particularly during ‘congregational singing’. 

 A provision for social distancing for those who prefer this option. 

 The use of sanitization on entry and exit from Church buildings. 

 A good ventilation of the buildings 

 Communion under one kind only 
The Bishops of England and Wales have not  restored ‘The Sunday Obligation’ but have issued a rich reflection on 
‘The Day or the Lord’ which they urge everyone to reflect on. The full letter can be found of the Bishops website 
and attached to our parish website.
